Peal Harbor Day  

Pearl Harbor Day, commemorates the Japanese 
attack on the U.S. Naval base at Pearl Harbor. The 
attack began at dawn December 7, 1941. It crippled 
the U.S. Pacific Fleet, and caused the U.S. to enter 
World War II. 

During the attack at Pearl Harbor, over 2,400 Amer-
ican serviceman and 68 civilians were killed. Five of 
the eight battleships at Pearl Harbor were sunk or 
left sinking and virtually all ships were damaged. 

On December 8, 1941 President Franklin D. Roose-
velt addressed Congress with his, now famous, 
speech.   The U.S. then declared war on Japan.
